An Electronic Announcement was sent on January 20, 2016 indicating the changes that went into effect on January 1, 2016 on Unusual Enrollment History Monitoring.
The changes were on the criteria used to select FAFSA applicants for Unusual Enrollment History (UEH) Monitoring. UEH Flag value is ‘N’: No action is necessary as the student’s enrollment pattern does not appear to be unusual.
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UEH Flag value is ‘2’:  The institution must review the student’s enrollment and financial aid records to determine if, during the four award year review period (award years 2011-2012, 2012-2013, 2013-2014, and 2014-2015), the student received a Pell Grant and/or Federal Direct Loan at the institution that is performing the review.

· If so, no additional action is required.  However, if the institution has reason to believe that the student is one who remains enrolled just long enough to collect student aid funds, the institution must follow the guidance that is provided below for a UEH Flag of ‘3.’

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Based upon data provided by the National Student Loan Data System (NSLDS), your school will request additional information to
determine your eligibility for federal student aid before disbursement of funds can be made.
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Beginning with the 2015-2016 FAFSA cycle the Department of Education added Direct Loans to the UEH monitoring.  After that change some institutions noted that they were seeing an increase in the number of applicants selected for UEH monitoring, many of whom were graduate students.  An internal analysis supported these institutional observations, therefore they adjusted the criteria they used to flag a FAFSA for UEH. The Department of Education wants to remind institutions that any change in a student’s UEH status results in “NSLDS Postscreening” where they create and send to institutions new ISIRs showing the changed NSLDS data. Therefore, some institutions will receive system-generated 2015-2016 ISIRs for students as a result of this postscreening where the UEH value changed from ‘2’ or ‘3’ to ‘blank’.
RGM will be sending an email with a spreadsheet to all institutions that received new ISIRs for students whose UEH value changed from ‘2’ or ‘3’ to blank. If you do not receive an email from us in the next two days, that means you did not have any students that received an updated ISIR with a new UEH value.[image: image8][image: image9][image: image10]
