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Dear School Owners and Financial Aid Personnel,
RE:                Electronic Announcement #101
Dear School Owners and Financial Aid Personnel,
RGM MEMO JANUARY 9, 2017

An Electronic Announcement was posted on January 6, 2017, and it provides additional information on D/E rate alternate earnings appeals, and the student warning requirement for programs with failing D/E rate. Institutions may file an alternate earnings appeal for any GE program that is in the zone or is a failing program if the use of alternate earnings would improve a zone program to passing or a failing program to either passing or zone. Institutions seeking to appeal a zone or failing rate must email a Notice of Intent to appeal within 14 days of the issuance of Final D/E rates (on or before Friday, January 23, 2017). When submitting the Notice of Intent, the institution must specifically identify, by name, CIP Code, and Credential Level, the failing or zone GE programs for which it is planning to submit an appeal. Final appeal documentation must be submitted to the Department within 60 days of the issuance of the Final D/E rates (on or before Friday, March 10, 2017).  Student warnings must be provided only to those enrolled in any GE program that is at risk of losing eligibility for Title IV aid based on the program's next D/E rates. A GE program will lose eligibility if it is a failing program in two out of three consecutive years or if it is a failing or zone program in four consecutive award years. Note that the student warning requirement is temporarily suspended for a GE program with a complete and timely appeal (meeting both the January 23 and March 23 deadlines) pending a decision by the Department of Education.  Please make sure you read the Electronic Announcement carefully and understand it.
