RGM MEMO JUNE 12, 2019

This is a follow up email from the one we sent all schools on Monday, June 10, 2019. We added a new option in the RGM system for report # 1070. The Department of Education’s instructions for the 2019 GE Disclosure template allow schools to get the cohort of students used to determine median debt either by using the logic required in prior years with the year incremented or by simply looking at all Title IV recipients who completed their programs on-schedule in the 2017-2018 award year. We updated our GE Disclosures Report to allow schools to choose either of those methods for defining the cohort, with the new simpler AY selection as the option set when you enter the screen. This new option, combined with the existing 3 options for how to determine end dates, means a school can get up to 6 possible cohorts for the median debt value. Schools will have to decide which values to use—you just need to be sure to keep the report as backup for the version you use for the GE templates. Please note that this new GE template is much more easy and simple than last year’s. Please see the screenshots below for more guidance.
